Shining Tor (Thursbitch–Cat Tor–Pym Chair–
Windgather Rocks) | Mark Rutter 
The fi rst of two renga-views, best combined with the 
connected views of Shining Tor & Windgather Rocks. 
From the LB, continue NE along the access road to 
Stake Farm SK 001728 and pick up the path N, then 
branching NW to the summit of Shining Tor SK 995736. 
Continue N along the ridge, passing above Thursbitch 
to the W SK 996753 and ascending Cats Tor 
SK 995759. Then head N to Pym Chair SK 996767.

Shining Tor & Windgather Rocks | Alec Finlay
The second of two renga-views (see Shining Tor). 
The view describes the summit of Shining Tor from 
Pym Chair SK 996767 and then proceeds N to 
Windgather Rocks SK 995785. 

Shutlingsloe (Shutlingsloe–Wildboarclough–
Panniers Pool) | Alec Finlay
Begin from the path SW of Clough House carpark 
SK 986698. Follow the path S into Wildboar Clough; 
when you reach the road go right and take the next 
footpath on your left, to Berry Bank SK 984683. 
From here go left, heading N until you reach the 
road. Continue right and take the next footpath left 
SK 991686. Keep following the footpath, across the 
A54, to Cuthorn SK 004682, before contouring NE 
passed Three Shire Heads to Pannier’s Pool 
SK 009685.
